At Bassaleg this year, the Welsh Baccalaureate qualification is being offered at Key Stage 4 as 
a new learning pathway.  This new and innovative qualification is inspired by the needs of 
employers – students are recognised for pursuing a wide range of academic and extra curricular 
or core activities.

Students opting to follow the Welsh Baccalaureate at Intermediate level will be able to follow the 
qualification at Advanced level post 16.

INTERMEDIATE WELSH BACCALAUREATE
To gain the Intermediate Award, students complete a core intermediate curriculum alongside at 
least 4 GCSEs at grades A*-C or equivalent.

FOUNDATION WELSH BACCALAUREATE
To gain the Foundation Award, students complete a core foundation curriculum alongside at 
least 4 GCSEs at grades D-G or equivalent.

Students are encouraged to consider this option as it complements and builds upon other 
aspects of their education.  Please see subject specific details on page 63.

The core of the Welsh Baccalaureate is equivalent to 3 GCSEs, however, the development of 
key skills, self-confidence and self-esteem are paramount in the progress of every student who 
participates in this course.
